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There is a verse in the book of Jeremiah that rings out so true in our day and time. 

Jeremiah 2:13

For my people have committed two evils; they have forsaken me the fountain of living waters, and hewed them out cisterns, broken cisterns, that can hold no water.

This section of scripture is directed toward God’s people, as opposed to the unbelievers in the world. He is calling their attention to something that is very important by way of this figure of speech. To get a better grasp of its greatness, let’s look at the context of this verse.

Verses 11-12

Hath a nation changed their gods, which are yet no gods? but my people have changed their glory for that which doth not profit. Be astonished, O ye heavens, at this, and be horribly afraid, be ye very desolate, saith the LORD.

Then verse 13 discusses the two evils that have been committed. The first evil that they have done is to forsake God who is a fountain, meaning He has an unlimited source and supply.  A fountain can supply as much as you can carry and more. It will keep supplying to all who come to it. They had forsaken the fountain of living waters meaning they had forsaken God and the truth of His Word. Furthermore, they committed a second evil which was to hew them out cisterns, which also happen to be broken cisterns so that they can hold no water. This was where they changed their gods which were no gods. They changed their glory for that which was not profitable. They may have looked just a religious as before, but in their heart they were far away from the true God.
By making their own broken cisterns, they had decided to forsake God and develop their own ideologies that fit more to what they wanted to believe. Perhaps is suited the pop culture better at the time. Or maybe it wasn’t as cut and dry and they believed God may have been to them. It may have been more soothing to discuss their new ideology with the rest of the world than God’s true Word. The big problem with this way of thinking was that it led them down a primrose path of destruction and captivity, which was the total opposite of what they could have with God and His Word.

Psalm 36:9

For with thee [God] is the fountain of life: in thy light shall we see light.
The things of God were important for God’s people and still are today. To see the results that God promises in His Word, we must do the things that His Word teaches, rather than making up our own way, or accepting the teachings of some great names. In God’s light, we see light.
Proverbs 14:27

The fear [reverence] of the LORD is a fountain of life, to depart from the snares of death.
How easy it was and continues to be for a person to make the bad decision to forsake God who is a fountain, and carve out a “more personal” ideology that suits them. On the other hand, it is also easy to turn to and have reverence or respect for God and carry out the things that He has commanded us. In our day in time, in this administration of God’s Grace, there are things that God specifically directs us to do and carry out.  As we do so, we are “drinking from the fountain of living waters.” He urges us with love and care.
Ephesians 4:1-2

I therefore, the prisoner of the Lord, beseech you that ye walk worthy of the vocation wherewith ye are called, With all lowliness and meekness, with longsuffering, forbearing one another in love.

To walk worthy is to carry out our calling. 

Verses 22-25

That ye put off concerning the former conversation the old man, which is corrupt according to the deceitful lusts; And be renewed in the spirit of your mind; And that ye put on the new man, which after God is created in righteousness and true holiness. 

Wherefore putting away lying, speak every man truth with his neighbour: for we are members one of another.

It seems pretty simple, yet how many Christians actually do these things? Do we really put away lying? Do we really speak truth to every man? 

Verses 31-32

Let all bitterness, and wrath, and anger, and clamour, and evil speaking, be put away from you, with all malice: And be ye kind one to another, tenderhearted, forgiving one another, even as God for Christ's sake hath forgiven you.
We are directed to let go of all bitterness, indignation, passionate rage and bad tempers. We are to let go of all resentment, animosity and arguing. We get rid of slandering and bad-mouthing people, and banish all evil intentions of any kind. To the contrary, we are directed to become useful, helpful and kind to one another, tenderhearted, meaning we’re compassionate, understanding, loving-hearted. We forgive one another readily and freely, as God in Christ forgave us all.
Doesn’t  it seem much more refreshing to drink from God’s fountain of living waters than trying to re-invent a new ideology? YES! When we drink from the unlimited source of God’s fountain, we are knowledgeable of God’s Will. 
Hosea 4:6a

My people are destroyed for lack of knowledge: because thou hast rejected knowledge, I will also reject thee.

This lack of knowledge could not refer to the knowledge of science, history, math or the latest technology. There is more than enough of that kind of knowledge floating around, and has been since the dawn of time. God is referring to the knowledge of His Word. 

II Peter 1:3-4 (NIV)

His divine power has given us everything we need for a godly life through our knowledge of Him who called us by His own glory and goodness. Through these He has given us his very great and precious promises, so that through them you may participate in the divine nature, having escaped the corruption in the world caused by evil desires.

The knowledge that they lacked was the knowledge of God’s Word. Remember back in Jeremiah where it stated that they had forsaken it, hence destruction came upon them. Here in II Peter, God states that He has given us everything we need for a meaningful, godly life through the knowledge of Him. This is fantastic! When you have everything, you lack nothing. Let us drink from the Fountain of Life!
