Joshua Judges Ruth
Joshua 24:15:
And if it seem evil unto you to serve the LORD, choose you this day whom ye will serve; whether the gods which your fathers served that were on the other side of the flood, or the gods of the Amorites, in whose land ye dwell: but as for me and my house, we will serve the LORD.


Joshua, with God’s supernatural assistance, leads the children of Israel into the land of promise, a good land, flowing with milk and honey. We will explore the conquests, like Jericho and Ai, and consider the areas of inheritance given to each of the twelve tribes as well as Joshua’s charges to the people to avoid other gods; the gods of the land that they are conquering. 
The time of the Judges period was a time where there was no one central point of authority except God through His written law. Unfortunately, everyone did what was right in their own eyes which led to spiritual apostasy. However, because of God’s mercy He raises up Judges to help rule the land and to teach the children of Israel what is in the Mosaic Law.
Ruth is a love story. Many Oriental customs are needed to be comprehended in order to understand the depth of the commitment that Ruth made to her new land because of Naomi her mother-in-law. The final outcome is a home and family for Ruth including a child who is in the Christ-line.
