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One of the many so-called questions of life, involves the issue of race.  How did the earth end up with so many different kinds of people? It is quite evident that there are many different sizes, shapes and colors of people in the world today. How did this happen? To begin with, let's take a look in Genesis.
   
   Genesis 1:11,12
   And God said, Let the earth bring forth grass, the herb yielding seed, and the fruit tree yielding fruit 
   after its kind, whose seed is in itself, upon the earth: and it was so. And the earth brought forth  
   grass, and herb yielding seed after his kind, and the tree yielding fruit, whose see was in itself, after 
   his kind: and God saw that it was good.

There are many pertinent truths here. Everything must be after its kind, "whose seed is in itself." Seed, the potential for offspring, is "in itself." All life is passed on through seed, whether life is plant or animal. Also, it is important to see that all plants and animals bring forth after their own kind. "Kind" is the Greek word genos in the Septuagint, [Greek translation of the Old Testament] transliterated into English as "genus."  "To bring forth after its kind," means when a cucumber seed is planted, cucumbers are reaped, not radishes. When you plant an apple tree, apples are the result. There is life in that seed. The seed is always in itself and it is the seed that has life. If you plant and water a seed, it begins to grow because it has life in itself.
   
When it comes to animals, the same is true. When a cow is bred to a bull, a calf will be the result, not a giraffe. You cannot breed a cow with a dog and get a cow-dog, or a cat with a dog and get a catty-dog. Everything is after its kind, after its genus. There can be evolution or change within a species but not between genera.
   
Variety occurs within a species. For example, there are big dogs and small dogs. There are black, brown, white and spotted dogs. There are shepherds, collies, terriers, and chihuahuas. Much variety has occurred within the canine genus, but this genus has not crossed with another genus, because Genesis 1:11 is true. Even scientists understand this, but somehow, even the laws of science and nature are tossed out the window when it comes to the so-called, "theory of evolution." And they try to explain man's existence by saying we came from a tiny animal in a swamp billions of years ago. How foolish!
   
In animal life seed comes from the male. When the sperm of the male, which contains the seed for the new life, impregnates the female egg, a new life begins. In animals the soul-life is in the blood.

   Leviticus 17:11
   For the life of the flesh is in the blood…

   Acts 17:26
   And hath made of one blood all nations of men for to dwell on all the face of the             
   earth, and  hath determined the times before appointed, and the bounds of their
   habitation.

If all people came from the same blood, our soul-life being derived from one common source (Adam), then why are there so many physical variations among people? For instance, why are some people white, others black or yellow or red? How did this happen? To understand physical variations, we must have a knowledge of genes and chromosomes and dominant and recessive characteristics. Mendel's Law explains the process of dominant and recessive characteristics in plants and animals. Breeding controls or determines the variations within species.

In the beginning of man, the gene that determined the coloring of the skin carried both the dark and the light characteristics. After generations of the darker-skinned marrying darker-skinned and lighter-skinned marrying lighter-skinned people, eventually strains end up with the darker darks and lighter lights than originally existed. This caused the different colors and different races of men that dwell upon the face of the earth today. It does not contradict  any of God's Word and it does not contradict the science of genetics.
   
Since all people come from the same "one blood," the question arises, whom did the children of Adam and Eve marry? The only people available for them to marry were each other. Cain married his sister, as did Seth and the other children.

   Genesis 5:4
   And the days of Adam after he had begotten Seth were eight hundred years; and 
   he begat sons and  
   daughters.

Today, blood streams have become so contaminated that law forbids intra-family marriage, as too many recessive characteristics are manifested when there is close inbreeding of humans. Adam's children had little choice; they could only marry each other. With this purer blood, people also lived longer as the earlier Biblical records inform us. The reason for such longevity was that their blood had not become so contaminated, so impure. Over time, though, sin and too many recessive genes eventually began to produce weaker people who died at an earlier age. Another factor that led to shorter life spans was the condition of the earth after the flood of Noah's time.
