Kings and Prophets 
God foretold many years before that when His people Israel were living in the Promised Land they would desire to be ruled by a king. Thus, God gave specific instructions on what these rulers should and should not do and instructed Moses to record it.

Deuteronomy 17:14, 15, 18-20:
When thou art come unto the land which the LORD thy God giveth thee, and shalt possess it, and shalt dwell therein, and shalt say, I will set a king over me, like as all the nations that are about me;
Thou shalt in any wise set him king over thee, whom the LORD thy God shall choose: one from among thy brethren shalt thou set king over thee: thou mayest not set a stranger over thee, which is not thy brother.
And it shall be, when he sitteth upon the throne of his kingdom, that he shall write him a copy of this law in a book out of that which is before the priests the Levites:
And it shall be with him, and he shall read therein all the days of his life: that he may learn to fear the LORD his God, to keep all the words of this law and these statutes, to do them:
That his heart be not lifted up above his brethren, and that he turn not aside from the commandment, to the right hand, or to the left: to the end that he may prolong his days in his kingdom, he, and his children, in the midst of Israel.


Continuing with the Biblical narrative where we finished in The Heart of David Class we will continue with a study of the kings of Israel and Judah and how they ruled. By utilizing input from the books of Kings, Chronicles and the prophets we start with a more in-depth look at King Solomon and then progress throughout the history of the divided kingdoms. 
During this time in biblical history, God includes information regarding His spokesmen, prophets that were sent by Him to assist the rulers and the nation. The great prophets Elijah and Elisha and how they walked with God throughout their lives is worthy of our consideration during this seminar.
